Abstract: Contents of the principle of legality evolve along with the social progress over time. Citizens start to un—
derstand the criminal law regulations by implementing criminal justice instead of by reading the Criminal Law articles.

For guiding cases all disputed points and causes for delivering such a court verdict shall be
consistent and explicit. For bill of indictments all the charged facts and applied criminal law articles shall be written ex—
plicitly. For court verdicts explicitness shall be ensured in the factual description in the applied criminal law articles
and in the verdict clauses.
